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The partnership with the Sheridan VA Medical Center continues to flourish with individual and group therapeutic riding sessions for veterans, and group equine facilitated learning for members of the CSU group, receiving treatment for PTSD and Traumatic Brain Injuries.  
 

Additionally, CHAPS is pursuing funding to develop a Compensated Work Therapy program for veterans who are transitioning into the workforce and are seeking the opportunity to develop employment skills while receiving on-the-job experience.  The objective is to serve two veterans at a time for six to twelve months at a time - the goal is to empower veterans with the tools they need to find meaningful employment.
